Town of St Joseph Annual Meeting of the Electors
April 13, 2010

Chair Theresa Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Supervisors Moelter, Bader & Colbeth and 48 persons were present at this time, asking everyone to sign in. 

As the first order of business, a motion to accept the Minutes of Tuesday April 14, 2009 Annual Town Meeting (Ron Burton/Carolyn Barrette) carried. A motion to approve the minutes of the Special Town Meeting of the Electors of November 12, 2009 (Laurence Schmit/Bob Marty) carried.

A 2009 Budget vs. Actual statement was passed out. A Road Expenditure’s spreadsheet showed the break out of those items. The last page of the packet shows where town funds are invested.  A few questions were asked and answered.
Reports from committees and their members from 2009 were then taken. Chair Johnson read aloud the reports from the board; a summary of the duties of the clerk/treasurer; public works and facilities committees. The park committee report was then presented by Kevin Moelter. Carolyn Barrette gave a report from the plan commission. Chief Burton gave the fire department report and Secretary/Treasurer Sheryl Carlson gave the first responders report.
Johnson announced two meetings that are upcoming:  May 12th at 7.p.m. will be an open meeting regarding well issues and ground water. Another meeting regards “working lands initiative” – a State directive pertaining to Ag Lands or owners of land in an acreage amount in excess of 30. 

Thanks were given to the outgoing board members Brett Bader and Dan Gavin. 

When opened to the electors for any other town business:

A motion that the compensation for all elected members for the Town of St Jo located in St Croix County Wisconsin be reduced by 33.3% (Jim Traeger/Joan Gerhan) was amended to: a motion that the compensation for all elected members for the Town of St Joseph located in St Croix County Wisconsin be reduced by 33.3% and I request the vote be taken by paper ballot (Jim Traeger/Joan Gerhan). The motion failed following an extensive and often times contemptuous debate throughout the audience of more than 73 persons, with a count of 40 against 32 in favor and 1 abstaining.
An advisory motion for the town board to consider and if the motion passes I am requesting the town chair to add an agenda item to the next scheduled town board meeting to consider this motion and for this to be a written ballot vote. The motion is to authorize the town board to exclusively contract with St Croix County Highway Department for future engineering and road construction projects and town road maintenance including weed cutting, gravel road maintenance and snow plowing and again I am asking  this to be a paper ballot (Rosalie Ostendorf/Mick Howland). Following discussion the motion failed on a vote of 45 against to 12 in favor.
Chair Johnson then introduced 3rd Supervisor Brian Gullickson and 1st Supervisor Kevin Adkins.

Since there were no nominations for the Citizen of the Year award this year, there will be no award, but those present who have previously been awarded were acknowledged.
A motion to adjourn (Ron Burton/Bob Marty) carried at 8:52 p.m.
