PLAN COMMISSION Minutes of February 10, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 7:02  by Chair Barrette.  The statement of public notice was read.

AGENDA adopted on motion by Clint Jones, 2nd Chris Matter with modification that the Preservation Development (White Eagle) matter has been removed from the agenda.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION and/or PRELIMINARY ACTION and/or ACTION
Waiver Chapter 168.7 – Preservation Development (Golf Villas/Housing Clusters) - Agent Matt Vandelac requested that the item be taken off the agenda.

Modifications to proposed Noise Ordinance

Commission members discussed action by the town board, letters received from the attorney and others. Jones pointed out that there are several sound meter options under   $1000 that include data logging and calibration.  A sound meter similar to Adkins' comes with the capability of a PC interface.  The calibration equipment is another $300-400.  

The following modifications were proposed and adopted for the ordinance on motion by Adkins, 2nd Matter, passed:  
a.   addition to  § 4B at line 56:  "...closest property line of the parcel, or 25 feet from which such noise is generated, whichever is further,..." 
b.  line 96 - deleted §5 E. reference to snowmobiles. (It's in ch. 183)

c.  added  to § 7 A at line 124 "...the production of  sound in connection with farm operations. "

d.  added "Vehicles and Traffic - See ch 183"   under General References.
 The Commission decided to leave the wording under § 5 D  regarding use of OHRVs as it stands.  The Commission will send a letter to the Town Board outlining rationale for passage of ordinance. 

Design standards for non-residential areas

Kemper suggested using Shodack NY design guidelines as a basis for our working model.  Guidelines will be converted to a word document and sent to Plan Commission members.

Revisions to Chapter 156 – Sign Ordinance
Kimble and Barrette will review the county and the town's most recent revision of the sign ordinance to see where they might be compatible or where changes might be made.   

Commission member appointments for 2010-2013 - 
Both Chris Matter and Clint Jones indicated they will continue serving on the Plan Commission.
