RECOMMENDATIONS TO TOWN BOARD:  
· Waiver to Ch 149-4B. Setbacks for the Valley House, 1240 Hwy 35, Sheena Peterson representing the Valley House.  They wish to build an outdoor patio accessible from inside the building on the west side. The patio will be fenced and protected from the parking lot, have an exit to, but no entrance from, the outside.  Petersons also will move the existing driveway onto 125th to the west.   Jay Kimble distributed his report pointing out the proposed area is no closer to the center line of 125th than the existing building, approximately 90 ft.  It meets the county standard of 80 ft. from the centerline.  Garth VanderVorst moved to recommend to the Town Board to approve the waiver to Ch 149-4B for the Valley House extension of premises per the plan given to the Plan Commission.  Nina Boonacker seconded.  Passed.
