MINUTES OF THE TOWN BOARD
Thursday
   October 7, 2010

Town Hall

At 6:15 p.m. Chair Johnson called the meeting to order.  Clerk Schmit gave the Statement of Public Notice. Also present for roll call were Supervisors Traeger, Gullickson & Colbeth as well as Attorney Munkittrick and Engineer Schwartz. A motion to go into closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. 19.85 (1)(g) to confer with legal counsel regarding the status of the litigation brought by St. Croix Valley Home Builders Association against the Town regarding the Town's impact fee ordinance (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried by unanimous roll call vote. A motion that we return to open session (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried by unanimous roll call vote at 6:32. After about 28 residents and guests filed in the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
Dates of upcoming meetings were reviewed. Having additional budget workshops was discussed. A motion that we have a budget meeting on the 22nd of October at 6:30 (Colbeth/Traeger) carried. A motion that we schedule our Budget Hearing, Special Town Meeting of the Electors and Special Town Board Meeting for Tuesday November 9th at 6:30 p.m. (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. 
Reports either in writing or verbally were received from the Inspector, Deputy Zoning Administrator, Plan Commission, Joint Library, Finance, Public Works and Facilities Committees.  Chief Burton reported on the fund raiser purchase of a 1990 ¾ ton truck for use for brush fires which allows the retirement of the Scout.
BOARD ACTION 
· Sandie Reyes was present to answer questions, followed by a motion that we continue letting the SHARE program use our town hall for the next year (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried. 
· on-going plat(s) development updates: Whisper Valley Estates are sub cutting and road building has begun. Pioneer Ridge has completed their second asphalt lift and is working on erosion control matters. 
· Public Facilities – Fire Hall addition: A motion that we honor the pay request #4 for $79,194.39 (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried. Grading and seeding is proceeding and the final punch list for completion of the building addition is due next week.  Town Hall improvements: A motion that the town board expend approximately $600 to swap out the two lights on the town hall portion and replace them with LED and be done this year (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. There was no action on the air conditioning proposal, but there was a request for more estimates. A package for office space proposals and flooring recommendations will be put together for the board. 
· Public Works – 
· A motion that we grade 30th, Trout Brook, 144th, 145th, 14th, 41st, and 136th within the next two weeks (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. As it pertains to buckthorn and spraying, a motion that the board have Todd Tuma [Excavating] spray all the buckthorn area that we have it done (Johnson/ Gullickson) carried. Pertaining to brushing and tree cutting, Tuma Excavating has an ongoing work order in which they are completing.  A motion that the board have Todd Tuma [Excavating]  patch the roads that are listed on the Public Works meeting minutes and that if he sees any other holes fist size and larger that need patching that he do so (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. Snowplow contractors are ready to go and will order salt sand from Randy Gunderson at the county highway department. A motion that we install the snow fence wherever the guys want it, keep track of the cost, and at the end of the year review whether it works or not (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried. Colbeth will talk with John Schottler about planting row crops in the right of way. A motion that we put center line stripes down Bass Lake Road and 60th from County E to the town line, if it meets standards (Colbeth/Johnson) carried. Speed limit signage was brought before the board. Signage inventory for reflectivity was also brought up. A motion that the board send back the recommendation to change speed limits to the Public Works Committee, that roads meeting the 45 mph be inventory the road and at the same time inventory the reflectivity of our signage, and that the committee come up with cost estimates on that signage (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. 
· Due to another request to upgrade Rail Drive or a possible discontinuance, Colbeth, John Marty, and Schwartz will meet with Helene Houle and John Nasseff to discuss options needed for improvement of Rail Drive.
· A 10 year plan for maintenance and future construction costs was presented. Valley View has been seal coated and striped; excess rock will be cleaned up. The wings on Valley View at 60th were not done; nor was the apron on West Shore Drive and should be attended to next year.  Road reconstruction: paving is complete, ditches are being cut, saw and sealed and turf restoration is in progress. Increasing shoulders on particular roadways was brought up. Traeger plans to forward his findings on what he feels are deficiencies to the engineer. Schwartz suggested additional shoulder materials on 200 feet of 60th and 600 feet of Bass Lake Road with a cost of approximately $31400, adding top soil and turf establishment. A motion that we have the shoulders improved on 60th and Bass Lake Road not to exceed $40,000 and done by Monarch or whoever their subcontractor is, as soon as possible (Johnson/Colbeth) carried. A motion to approve pay request #3 for reconstruction to Monarch Paving of Amery in the amount of $442,758.49 (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried. A motion to approve the contractor’s request for payment for 2010 road rehabilitation, pay request #3 for $409,263.86 to Monarch Paving, Amery, Wisconsin (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried. 
· Gail DeNeui presented concerns regarding perceived drainage issues affecting their property on West Shore Drive following the reconstruct.  
· A motion that we have Todd Tuma [Excavating] patch the test hole spots on Hilltop area with special note to the costs (Colbeth/Gullickson) failed. A motion that we have Todd Tuma [Excavating] pick up the big chunks and level them out with gravel on the Hilltop roads (Johnson/Gullickson) carried.
· Bye Barsness presented spreadsheets with projections of revenue, expenditures, fund balances, debt and impact fees; his key assumptions, issues; and messages, conclusions, and questions there from. 
A motion to extend the meeting to 10:30 (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried. 

· A motion that we disband the Facilities Committee and bring all the responsibilities back to the board (Traeger/Gullickson) failed. A motion to table postpone this to the next town board meeting in November [the responsibilities of the public works committee] (Traeger/Gullickson) carried.
· Appointments of town board and committee representatives to: 
· Park Committee = A motion that we appoint Rick Colbeth and Kevin Moelter (Johnson/Traeger) carried. A motion that Rick be the chairman of that committee (Traeger/Gullickson) failed. A motion that the Parks Committee choose their own chair (Johnson/Colbeth) carried.
· Public Works Committee = A motion to appoint Mark Simpson on the Public Works Committee (Johnson/Colbeth) carried.
· The remaining positions will remain open until next meeting when all members are present.

· There was some discussion regarding the use of town attorney followed by a motion that we have board approval before the attorney is contacted (Traeger/Gullickson) failed. Traeger said procedures may need to be changed, not the attorney.
A motion that we extend the meeting til 11 (Johnson/Colbeth) carried at 10:37 p.m. 
· Resolution 2010-6 – Tobacco Use on Town Property - A motion to pass this resolution for tobacco use on town property (Johnson/Colbeth) failed.  RESOLUTION 2010 – 6  Town of St. Joseph Policy of Tobacco Use on Town Property. WHEREAS, a tobacco-free environment helps create a safe and healthy environment; and WHEREAS, the health consequences of smoking and tobacco use are well documented and it is virtually impossible for someone to be unaware of the multitude of health consequences of smoking and tobacco use; and WHEREAS, the health of others is compromised by second hand smoke and the biological waste from smokeless tobacco; and WHEREAS, as a government entity we should set an example of providing a healthy and safe environment; therefore THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF ST. JOSEPH HEREBY RESOLVES THAT: This shall apply to any tobacco product including, but not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, pipes and smokeless tobacco. Tobacco use shall be strictly prohibited within all Town of St. Joseph municipal buildings and municipal vehicles and this shall apply to all areas and to all employees, officials and visitors. Tobacco use shall be permitted a reasonable distance from the entrance of any Town of St. Joseph municipal building.  
· A motion that we reconsider the motion regarding the library funding for 2011 (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried. Roy Sjoberg requested a fallback position of a 3% budget increase of $2547.83. ($5605.08 6.43%) Sjoberg plans to revise Joint Library Agreement asking for a consolidated board/council meeting. A motion to rescind my previous joint library amount of $5605.08 to a maximum of $2547.83 (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried.
· A request to refund their money, due to the ordinance modification that affected them, resulted in a motion to refund ½, $150.00, to John and Melissa Walter 1294 89th Street for partial recovery for the variance cost (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried.
· Hudson Baseball Assn/Randy Robida outstanding invoice is on-going; Traeger will follow up.
· The board to no action to reduce animal control fees charged to Lyle Pohlen. 
· A motion to approve the Provisional/Operator License for Raquel Parent (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried.
· A motion to approve First Responder Applicant: Jeffrey Amundson (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried. 
· A motion to approve the Extension of Premises for Guv’s Place for October 29th , 30th , 31st  (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried.4:53:03
A motion to extend this meeting until 11:30 (Johnson/Colbeth) carried at 11:04 p.m.
· Modification of Class “B” beer & “Class B” liquor license:  A motion  to extend the area for Guv’s Place for a fenced area along the building east of the door to be no larger than 8 x16 and gated and restrict use Sunday–Thursday 10 o’clock and Friday & Saturday until midnight (Johnson/Colbeth) carried.
· Internet services: Gullickson is meeting with NW Communication at 10 a.m. Wednesday. 

· Town website: additions to/content/deadlines/additional administrator help – Gullickson is researching options
· A motion to approve the minutes of June 22nd (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried, Traeger abstained.  A motion to approve the minutes of the Town Board meeting August 5th (Johnson/Gullickson) carried, Traeger abstained. A motion to approve the minutes of August 24th, (Gullickson/Colbeth) carried, Traeger abstained. A motion to approve the minutes from September 16, 2010 (Gullickson/Traeger) carried.
