Chair Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 a.m. Schmit gave the statement of public notice. Present for roll call were Supervisors Adkins, Traeger, Gullickson & Colbeth plus six residents. A motion to adopt the agenda (Adkins/Traeger) carried.
BOARD ACTION:

· Official Bond per WI Stats. 60.31(2) including: Town Clerk/Treasurer, Deputy Town Clerk/Treasurer – Following discovery through discussion with the underwriter this past week that the policy in place since 2005 and renewed each year through the Sandeen Agency did not meet the requirements of 60.31, Schmit submitted application for a blanket bond per statute 60.31 with the Horton Group. Supervisor Adkins said that both the Clerk/Treasurer and Deputy Clerk/Treasurer needed position bonds; therefore applications for these were also submitted earlier this week. Communication has been forwarded from the attorney regarding the context of the statutes. A motion to that we approve the bonding for the Clerk/ Treasurer and the Deputy Clerk/Treasurer in the amount of $10,000 for 2 years to be paid for by the Town of St Joseph (Johnson/) failed for a lack of second. A motion submitted by Adkins reads as follows: “First the board wishes to thank Marie Schmit for all of her efforts on behalf of the town, and let her know that the town appreciates her years of service, and her prior reliance on the lack of understanding of the statutory limitations places upon the board. However, we are now aware of the requirements, and our inability to waive those requirements. As a consequence, we need to advise Marie Schmit of the following requirements: pursuant to 60.31 (1) and (2) And (4) Marie Schmit has 10 days from the date of this meeting to execute and file a position bond in the amount of $500,000 $200,000 dollars at the expense of Marie Schmit. Failure to file and execute a bond will constitute refusal to serve in office. As required by law. at such time Marie will turn in all of the towns property and vacate the office” This motion was seconded by Colbeth with the amendment as shown. Adkins said this bond should be held and put in place by whomever is elected to this office for that term and therefore this bond should only be for the remaining months in the term and the cost of the bond so calculated and paid by the individual. Discussion ensued some of which was very heated. By roll call vote the motion carried, with Johnson and Gullickson opposed.
· Municipal Bond per WI Stats.70.67 or substitute for. (ie: Treasurer’s Bond or Ordinance) – Although a resolution has been in place since 2007, it has since been determined that rather than a resolution, an ordinance would fulfill the requirements of 70.67.  Not having time to inact an ordinance prior to tax collection, a treasurer’s bond was applied for and is in place. The board took no further action at this time, although there was interest regarding increasing the bond amount.
A motion to adjourn (Adkins/Colbeth) carried at 7:55 a.m.
