PLAN COMMISSION MINUTES
August 11, 2010
7:00 p.m. 
Town Hall

Commission members met at 6:00 p.m. and drove to the property of Marlene Brinkman, 897 150th Avenue, New Richmond, WI to review the 1 lot CSM request.
Call to order:  Commission members returned by 7:00 p.m., and the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chair Carolyn Barrette. 
Statement of Public Notice:  The statement of public notice had been posted as required by Marie Schmit and was read.

Roll Call: Present: Carolyn Barrette (Chair), Nina Boonacker, Rick Kemper, Theresa Johnson (Town Board Chair), Garth VanDerVorst, Chris Matter, Pat O’Meara, Laurie DeRosier (alternate).  It was noted that Clint Jones had an excused absence.  Guests: Brian Gullickson, Jackie Henderson-Kumm, personal representative for Marlene Brinkman, and Joe Granberg 
Dates of Upcoming Meetings:  Barrette read the dates of upcoming meetings and events.
Public Comments:  There were none at this time.

Reports/Actions by the Town/County:  
Noise Ordinance:  Johnson stated that the Board voted down the revised noise ordinance.  Therefore there is  presently not a noise ordinance in the Town.
Waiver JJ McCarthy:  Barrette commented that Robert Peterson told her that  Doug Zahler had surveyed and staked the property to be sure it met all requirements.  Apparently they took the advice of the Plan Commission and moved the storage building.  Johnson said the county still wanted to see the staked property area because it's in  the riverway district to be sure it meets all regulations.  A Town building permit is required because the structure has been moved.

Recommendations to the Town Board:
1 lot CSM Marlene Brinkman, 897 150th Avenue, New Richmond
Joe Granberg, representing Marlene Brinkman CSM, stated they would like to divide a separate house lot (Lot 2) from the rest of the property (Lot 3).  The property is zoned agriculture/residential.  He stated it meets the county's criteria for 3:1 length to width ratio.  Matter and Boonacker asked about markers they saw on the walk- through of the property.  Granberg  stated they were control points for his survey work,  and not reference points for the property.  He stated the tree line will be retained in the new Lot 2.  Johnson pointed out the new 30+ acre parcel (Lot 3) will need a driveway since there is no field drive, and previous access was through the proposed Lot 2.  Matter moved to recommend to the Board the approval of the certified survey map for the minor subdivision at 897 150th Avenue, New Richmond for Marlene Brinkman; amended to include that the Board requires a driveway permit for Lot 3; seconded by Kemper.  Motion passed unanimously.  Johnson reminded Granberg and Henderson-Kumm  that a permit for the driveway would be needed once the land is divided.  
Chapter 80 Building Construction:

Barrette noted that Chapters 149 and168 are referenced at the top of Ch 80.  Language was inserted at  §80.10 B as follows:  "Site plans shall include set back requirements as noted in Chapters 149 and 168, St Joseph Town Code of Ordinances." 

The Town attorney  made no recommendations on the fence height around pools and pool covers.  Brian Gullickson suggested using  the Federal Safety Commission or  ASTM standards for weight limits for pool covers.  After discussion, the following  language for §80.19 B. (9) was suggested:    A non-climbable safety barrier of at least five feet in height shall completely enclose the pool and be so constructed as not to have voids, holes or openings larger than four inches in one dimension.  Pools may be enclosed with a non-climbable safety barrier at least four feet in height that completely encloses the pool if the pool has a cover or other protective device over such swimming pool of such a design and material that the same can be securely fastened in place and when in place shall meet Federal Safety Commission guidelines in terms of weight bearing capabilities be capable of sustaining a person weighing 250 pounds.  Such cover or protective device shall be securely fastened in place at all times when the swimming pool is not in actual use for swimming or bathing purposes. Gates or doors shall be kept locked while the pool is not in actual use.

Kemper moved to recommend to the Board the changes in language as read by Theresa Johnson regarding pool covers and setbacks; seconded by VanderVorst.  Motion passed unanimously.
Items for Discussion and/or Preliminary Action and/or Action

Town of St Joseph Non-residential Design Guidelines Manual :

Boonacker, Matter and Kemper presented the final version of the design standards manual . A cover letter to be sent with the document to the Town Board as approved at the July 28 meeting was discussed. VanderVorst moved to approve the cover letter for the Design Standards document  with the addition of the date and signatures of all Plan Commission members; seconded by Kemper.  Motion passed unanimously.   
Working Lands Initiative Subcommittee
Johnson and Barrette stated there wasn’t anything new on this item.

Chapter 35 Plan Commission; Town Rule 23

Gullickson stated that part of Town Rule 23, which is connected to Chapter 35 was unclear and changes should be made.  His idea is not to change the interpretation of the ordinance but to make it clearer.  The Plan Commission asked that the changes be inserted and highlighted for discussion purposes at the next meeting.  
Meeting Minutes:
Barrette moved to approve the meeting minutes of July 28, 2010 with the correction that Pat O'Meara had an excused absence; seconded by Kemper.  Motion passed.

Items for Next Agenda:
Working Lands Initiative Subcommittee update.  It was noted that the August 25 Plan Commission meeting could be cancelled unless a subdivision or other pressing business comes in.  Chair Barrette will make the determination, notify Commission members and Town Board, and post the notice of meeting cancellation.
