Members of the Plan Commission met at 6:30 p.m. and drove to the property at 1234 60th St.
CALL TO ORDER - The meeting was called to order at 7:07 pm by Chairperson Barrette.  The statement of public notice had been posted as required by Marie Schmit  and was read.

DATES OF UPCOMING MEETINGS / EVENTS were read. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS - none
REPORTS and/or ACTIONS BY TOWN/COUNTY on matters heard previously by plan commission
Johnson reported that she had taken the Non-Residential Design Guidelines to the County along with the letter from the Commission.  After review, they will comment. 
RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE TOWN BOARD
1.  1Lot CSM Schottler/Schley – NE 1/4,SW 1/4 Sec. 34, T30,R19 - 1234 64th Street


Commission members viewed the site earlier.  Doug Zahler represented the CSM and discussed various issues with the Commission.  Memos from the County and Bonestroo were discussed.   Rick Kemper moved, Clint Jones seconded, the following motion:  
The one lot CSM for Schottler/Schley located at 1234 64th St, be tabled until certain questions and issues can be addressed by the applicants:
1.  The Town requires a 66' road width.  The current road is 49.5' in width and substandard in material.  The Town would request that an easement or additional property be granted by Mr. Schottler to provide a 66' road width right of way.  

2.  The Town requires sufficient  room to enable emergency and large maintenance vehicles  to turn around,  which may require the addition of a cul de sac or hammerhead  at the end of the present town road.

3.   There is the option of vacating the town road which would eliminate the need for a hammerhead or cul de sac, and the addition of sufficient land to increase the road width to 66'.
4.  The applicant needs to consider the need for vision triangles at the intersection with Co Rd E, and assure they would occur as outlined in the Bonestroo memo.  
5.  The subdivided lot is approximately 200' from the property line on the east side.  That would seem to make it difficult to develop the parent property in the future and still maintain the 3 acre lot size minimum  and 3:1 ratio at that location.   Motion passed.   

The county had raised questions regarding the wetland on the east side.  

2.  Chapter 35 Plan Commission  - changes/recommendations   Barrette put the changes made to Ch 35 in ordinance form and included  present wording from 35-10 A which had not been changed to get it in the proper form for the Town Board.  The effective date was changed to December 1, 2010 due to hearing and time constraints.  Ordinance attached. 
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION and/or PRELIMINARY ACTION and/or ACTION
1.  Plan Commission Secretarial position applicant - Sue Dahm.  Sue attended the meeting, and indicated she had seen the notice on the website, has an administrative and records background and is a town resident.  She indicated she would observe a few meetings.  

2.  Fall Festival Display - Commission decided to post the Non Residential Design Guidelines for people to read as the best way to let people see the actual guideline and concept.
APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES:  Barrette moved, Boonacker seconded, approval of Sept. 8  meeting minutes with striking the sentence "He  wondered why it was a guideline and not an ordinance." Passed.

Ordinance # 2010-xx

An Ordinance to amend the Code of the Town of St. Joseph, Chapter 35, thereof, entitled Plan Commission, to change the following language.  

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of St. Joseph, as follows:
Section 1.  Sections 35-4 and 35-10 of Chapter 35, Plan Commission of the Code of the Town of St. Joseph is hereby amended to read as follows:
§ 35-4: Appointments

B.  The Plan Commission shall maintain a list of citizens interested in serving on the Plan Commission. It shall interview all interested individuals and forward its recommendations for citizen members to the Town Chairperson during the month of March before the first Town Board meeting following the election and qualification of Board Members, or upon any vacancy.  In an even year in which any Town Board Supervisor is elected, any appointment or designation by the Town Chairperson shall be made after the election and qualification of the Town Board Supervisor elected. The Town Chairperson shall appoint Plan Commission members and they shall be confirmed by a majority vote of the Town Board at the first Town Board meeting following the election and qualification of Board Members, as provided under W.S.A ss. 60.62. or upon any vacancy.  Any citizen appointed to the Plan Commission shall take and file the oath of office within five days of notice of appointment, as provided under W.S.A. ss. 19.01 and 60.31.
§35-10: Chairperson and officers

A. Chairperson. The Town Chair shall appoint the Plan Commission Chair.  The Plan Commission may recommend  a member to be appointed as Plan Commission Chairperson.  The Chairperson shall, subject to Town ordinances and Commission rules:


(1)  Provide leadership to the Commission;
(2)  Set Commission meeting and hearing dates;
(3)  Provide notice of Commission meetings and hearings and set their agendas, personally or by his or her designee;
(4)  Preside at Commission meetings and hearings; and
(5)  Ensure that the laws are followed.
Section 2.  Effective date.


This ordinance shall become effective December 1, 2010.
