Call to order:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chair Carolyn Barrette. 
Statement of Public Notice:  The statement of public notice had been posted as required by Marie Schmit and was read.

Roll Call: Present: Carolyn Barrette (Chair), Rick Kemper, Theresa Johnson (Town Board Chair), Garth VanDerVorst, Pat O’Meara, Clint Jones, and Laurie DeRosier.  It was noted that Nina Boonacker and Chris Matter had excused absences.   Guests:  Doug Zahler, Stephanie Schley, John Schottler, Jay Kimble, Sue Dahm, Kevin Adkins, Howard LaVenture
Dates of Upcoming Meetings:  Barrette read the dates of upcoming meetings and events.
Public Comments:  Jay Kimble, Deputy Zoning Administrator, commented that political signs and storage of materials, such as gravel, need to be off the right-of-way and out of the roads.  He said he has also fielded calls about house appraisals and any rules about fire pits in yards.
Reports/Actions by the Town/County:  
Non-Residential Design Guidelines

Johnson stated the board is waiting to hear back from the county which should be before November 4.  It will then be on the Town Board agenda for approval.

Recommendations to the Town Board:
1 Lot CSM Schottler/Schley – NE 1/4, SW 1/4 Sec.34, T30, R19 – 1234 64th Street
Doug Zahler, representative for the applicant, addressed the concerns of the Plan Commission from the last meeting.   There was much discussion about vacating the town road and how to provide an easement.  Johnson commented that a parcel could not be landlocked, and explained the procedures involved in discontinuing a town road.    Schley was concerned because her loan is contingent on having the approved deed.  Johnson stated that if they are asking for discontinuance, there would have to be a public hearing in December after 3 weeks publication of notice of the discontinuance.  There was additional discussion about the means to transfer the property and approve the CSM.  
Johnson moved to recommend to the Board the approval of the CSM for Schottler/Schley – NE 1/4, SW 1/4 Sec.34, T30, R19 – 1234 64th Street, with the town road  as shown.  At the time of the deed, Schottler will deed the parcel and an easement to County Road E, and recommend that the Board proceed with the discontinuance of 64th St to County Road E; seconded by Kemper.  Motion passed on a roll call vote of 7 to 0. 
This item will go the board meeting in November.
Items for Discussion and/or Preliminary Action and/or Action

Comprehensive Plan/Working Lands
Barrette distributed a recap of the St. Croix County Farmland Preservation Plan meetings.  She distributed a table of towns within the county showing exclusive agriculture and agriculture-residential acreage.  She felt the Plan Commission should be aware of this information and consider those areas within the Town of St. Joseph that might become agricultural enterprise areas (AEAs).  Johnson stated that the county plan will make those determinations. 
Meeting Minutes: O’Meara moved to approve the meeting minutes of September 22, 2010; seconded by Jones.  Motion passed.

Items for Next Agenda:  The possibility of Mike and Lisa Anderson request for driveway access to 123rd Av (7 Oaks area) from their adjoining parcel.  It may be that the Plan Commission would not have to meet and this would be the only item on the agenda.  Chair Barrette will notify the Commission if no meeting is needed.
