MINUTES OF THE TOWN BOARD
Thursday
 April 1, 2010

 Town Hall

At 5:45 p.m. Chair Johnson called the meeting to order. The public notice was posted as required before March 24, 2010 by Clerk/Treasurer Schmit. Present for roll call were Johnson, Schmit, Supervisors Moelter, Bader & Colbeth, Attorney Munkittrick and Engineer Schultz. A motion to adopt the agenda (Colbeth/Moelter) carried. A motion to go into Closed Session pursuant to Wis. Stat. 19.85 (1)(g) to confer with legal counsel regarding the status of the litigation brought by St. Croix Valley Home Builders Association against the Town regarding the Town's impact fee ordinance (Moelter/Bader) carried unanimously by roll call vote. Supervisor Gavin arrived at 5:58 p.m. A motion that we come out of closed session (Gavin/Bader) carried by unanimous roll call vote. 
At 6:30 following approximately 46 citizen’s entry the meeting reconvened in Open Session. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
BOARD ACTION - Open records requests, procedures and processes were discussed by and with Attorney Munkittrick. 
DATES OF UPCOMING MEETINGS and EVENTS were reviewed. - Board of Review date tentatively set for June 22nd to be confirmed in May. 
Supervisor Colbeth departed the meeting at 6:43 p.m.

REPORTS were received either in writing or verbally from Inspector, Deputy Zoning Administrator, Plan Commission, Joint Library, Facilities Committee, Public Works Committee, Finance Committee and Chief Burton.   
PUBLIC COMMENTS - Howard LaVenture and Joan Gerhan addressed and questioned Supervisor Moelter about his letter to the editor. 
BOARD ACTION continued
· After Sheena Peterson’s presentation, a motion that we approve the extension of the licensing for the Valley house via the proposed diagram here, contingent on the outdoor patio being completed and being completed to safe standards for this type of outdoor smoking area. (Gavin/Moelter) carried.  
· Scott Hedberg, Chris Kath, Mark and Sandra Hanson were present to answer questions followed by a   motion that we approve the Small Assembly Permit for Willow River Car Show May 15th, to be held in conjunction at the Willow River Saloon and GB Curlys (Gavin/Moelter) carried. A motion that we approve the Extension of Premises Permits for GB Curlys & Willow River Saloon for May 15th for the Willow River Car Show (Gavin/Moelter) carried. For a motorcycle/bike show, a motion that we approve the Extension of Premises Permit request for GB Curlys for May 22nd from 10 a.m. until 5 p.m. (Gavin/Moelter) carried. A motion to approve the following Extension of Premises Permits for the Willow River Saloon: July 31st and August 1st for the chicken & corn feed and September 25th for a benefit [for Calvin Herink] to run from 4 p.m. until 8 p.m. the 25th (Gavin/Bader) carried. 

· Myron Iszler and Fred Meyers were present and answered questions which were followed by a motion to approve the Small Assembly Permit request for the Cajun Club Bike Run, starting on June 26th and ending on the morning of June 27th from 10-2:30 a.m. (Gavin/Moelter) carried. A motion that we approve the request for Extension of Premises Permit for the Cajun Club on June 26th and June 27th from 10 a.m. on June 26th to 2:30 a.m. on June 27th for the property associated with the Cajun Club only and a note that there will be a minimum of four off-duty law enforcement personnel there for security (Gavin/Bader) carried. 
· Sam Reyes’ request was followed by a motion that we approve the use of the town hall for the SHARE program with the details to be worked out with the Town Clerk on an expected one Saturday per month basis and we will allow this for a period of six months and if everything is going well at that time, we’ll extend it to a year and then we’ll renew it on an annual basis at that time; and that they provide us with a certificate of insurance (Gavin/Bader) carried. A motion that in addition, that there will be no cost to the SHARE program at this time (Gavin/Bader) carried.
· Public Works and Facilities:  

· Public Works Committee has not weighed in on speed limit reductions/postings within town yet. County I between A & E has been reduced to 40 mph by the county highway department following the town’s recommendation. 
· St Croix River Crossing process is not yet dead but awaits judge’s decision.
· Fire Hall addition:

[1] A motion that we award the contract for the St Joseph fire station expansion project #001461-09146-0 to Sundance Exterior Unlimited Incorporated for their total base bid amount of $386,523.00 and, in addition to that I’d also like to add, to note that Bonestroo engineering has committed via a letter from Lee Mann head of their government division to work with the town maintain our budget proposed to the electors of $397,000 (Gavin/Bader) carried by unanimous roll call vote. A pre-con meeting and ground breaking should evolve within the next four weeks. Discussion of the alternates and final conclusion of those approved will wait until May’s meeting.   
Supervisor Colbeth returned at 7:55 p.m. 

[2] Generator specifications and grant application potential was discussed. Bonestroo’s cost for developing the application is $1500.00. A motion that we approve Bonestroo to work the town Fire Department to put together a grant application for a generator for the fire hall and town hall building specked out at 100kw level (Gavin/ Bader) carried. 
· Road projects - bids received / award of contracts for:
[1 ]sealcoating – Jeff Bederman, formerly with Bergman which was purchased by Fahrner in 2008, was present. A motion that we award the sealcoat bid for Valley View Trail to Fahrner Asphalt Sealers LLC in the amount of $69,158.40 (Gavin/Moelter) carried by unanimous roll call vote.  The seal coating will be scheduled in the first part of August
[2] Brent Schultz with Monarch, which presented the low bids, will use Zappa, Fahrner, and Kramer as subcontractors. A motion that the town award the 2010 road reconstruction project #001461-09144-0 to Monarch Paving Company in the amount of $1,250,576.45 to include the alternates that were associated with the bids for reconstruction (Gavin/Colbeth) carried by unanimous roll call vote. A motion that the town award the 2010 road rehabilitation project #001461-09145-0 to Monarch Paving Company in the amount of $1,223,691.32 (Gavin/Colbeth) carried by unanimous roll call vote. As a note, the grand total $2.475 million w/3% contingencies and misc costs at $42,000 and engineering $334,000 = $2.925 million. 

· Town of St Joseph Ordinance 2010-1 Noise Control – modifications/acceptance - There was a room filled to standing room only. An hour was exhausted in debate and discussion .Twelve spoke mostly against enactment of the ordinance and extended controls. A small group of dirt bike riders agreed to approach the most egregious offender to see if they can thwart regulations on private property. The ordinance was therefore laid on the table until May.

Gavin, Moelter and Johnson alternately left the table for a time while a great percentage of the crowd left the meeting. 
· Public Works and Facilities continued:  

· Winter plowing decisions regarding contractor direction and the insurance issues as they relate to the call out of snow plow drivers was discussed. 

· Summer maintenance – Colbeth met with persons who live off 30th Street and recommends adding it to lower priority roads which might become improved. Gavin suggested evaluating all gravel roadways. Colbeth will chart each on a 1-10 scale. It was noted that Crestview and Mound have trees that need to be removed by a tree service and that Tuma has cleaned up many rights-of-way in preparation of the road work. Stump grinding remains. The spring road inspection will be April 17th beginning at 7 a.m.
A motion to extend the Town Board meeting until 10:15 p.m. (Gavin/Bader) carried.
· Public Works and Facilities continued:  

· A motion that the Town of St Joseph, for the designated road projects and fire hall addition this year, make use of all loan proceeds from the offering of $4.7 million dollars of which $3.5 million is associated with the 2010 road projects and fire hall addition; the use of any impact fees where applicable and legal to be used for the designated projects; and any designated bank funds for the 2010 road projects and fire hall addition (Gavin/Bader) carried. 
· A motion that we approve Provisional Licenses for Nichole Thuftin and Courtney Peterson (Moelter/Bader) carried. 

· A motion to reconsider the motion to confirm the Plan Commission appointments for the 2010-2013 terms (Gavin/Colbeth) carried. In order to conform to Chapter 35-4B, a motion to withdraw the motion to confirm the Plan Commission appointments for 2010-2013 until the May Town Board meeting (Gavin/Bader) carried. 
· An information request has been received by Baldwin-Telecom; an application has been made to Google and Clearwire is putting in an antenna in Houlton and will be contacted to see if they are interested in providing town wide internet service. 
A motion to extend the Town Board meeting until 10:30 (Gavin/Moelter) carried.

· Hudson Baseball Assn has failed to pay their 2008 invoice, and they are not associated with Hudson Boosters. They have been regrouped under new leadership. Magnuson’s bill was cleared by a reimbursement from the state. 
· Gavin has been in contact with Hudson Boosters for ball field use and will share schedule. 
· Motions to approve the following checks carried:  #13466-13489 for $11601.21 (Gavin/Moelter); #13490 & 13553-13569 for $16746.42 (Gavin/Bader); #13491-13552 for $43050.10 (Gavin/Moelter). 
BOARD/PUBLIC DISCUSSION - Tuma Excavating employees volunteered to donate an eight- hour day for roadside clean-up. 
ITEMS FOR NEXT PLAN COMMISSION / TOWN BOARD AGENDAS – no parking zone curbside of  Willow River Saloon; clarification of Ordinance and Town Rules regarding Plan Commission and board member appointments
