MINUTES OF THE TOWN BOARD 
Thursday
 May 6, 2010
Chair Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Clerk Schmit gave the statement of public notice.  Present for roll call were Supervisors Colbeth, Gullickson, Moelter and Adkins plus 8 residents and 3 guests. A motion to adopt the agenda (Moelter/Adkins) carried. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

REPORTS were received in writing from the Inspector, Deputy Zoning Administrator, Plan Commission and Joint Library. Parks Committee Chair gave a verbal report. The Chiefs’ reports were available as well.    
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Mick Howland read an open letter to the town board and citizens on a basis of asking for respect within the towns meetings. Carolyn Barrette brought forward information regarding musicians attending the Fall Festival at a cost of $50.00. Howard LaVenture had complaints against Supervisor Moelter and Chair Johnson regarding trash collection contract. Schmit and Todd Tuma responded to LaVenture’s and Howland’s allegations and statements as did Colbeth and Johnson who determined the matter be forwarded to another meeting.  
DATES OF UPCOMING MEETINGS / EVENTS – A motion that we set Board of Review for June 22 at six o’clock (Moelter/Adkins) carried.  

BOARD ACTION 
· A motion to approve Patrick Carlson for the Fire Department (Adkins/Moelter) carried. 

· Public Works and Facilities:  

a) Fire Hall addition: Bruce Paulson gave an update and presented a timeline. The well drilling is in progress. The contracts have been signed.  A preconstruction meeting has been conducted. A motion that we approve the change order to move the transformer about twenty feet to the west on the main line (Moelter/Gullickson) carried.  Decision of alternates: Alternate #5 water fountain placement was discussed and will not be approved as an alternate item but may be brought up as a new item and discussion was tabled until June. Alternate #1 in the bid regarding the removal and replacement of the main doors and the stoops was then discussed. A motion that we approve Alternate #1 (Moelter/Colbeth) carried. Discussion regarding hot water piping followed with a motion that we approve the alternative for new recirculating hot water pipes, Alternate #4, to come out of the maintenance budget (Colbeth/Moelter) carried. Regarding Alternates # 2 & #3 the Board chose not to act. Alternate #6 for a generator was vacated in April since the board applied to FEMA for a grant which was denied due to 100KW size and that grant cannot be attached to new construction. A motion that we advise Bonestroo pursue the 50KW grant application in lieu of the 100 KW generator (Moelter/Adkins) carried. Material removed from the Fire Hall excavation will be trucked to the south end of the town park for use rather than offsite, which will save the town money. 

b) St Croix River crossing update – there is still a final judgment to be made at the courts.
At 8:04 the PUBLIC HEARING opened as to a waiver to Chapter 149 4B regarding setbacks for the Valley House, 1237 Highway 35. Sheena Peterson presented the proposal. Lloyd Dahlke commented as owner of the property to the north that he has no objection what-so-ever. A motion that we close the public hearing (Moelter/Adkins) carried. 
NEW BUSINESS

· A motion to approve the Waiver of Chapter 149 4B regarding the setback of the Valley House at 1237 Highway 35 for Sheena Peterson with the contingency that they close the existing drive, there is no ditch there (Adkins/Moelter) amended to include grass and seed in the right of way and I’ve already asked that the old one be closed and no culvert in the new one or the old one, carried.
BOARD ACTION continued

· Maintenance:  Engineer Schwartz presented possibilities for 85th Street and culverts there-in. Tabled until June. Spring road inspection results were discussed. A motion that we approve sign replacements for 22 stop signs, 2 other directional signs and a new stop sign for Crestview and Mound amended to have Tuma Excavating install the new signage (Moelter/Gullickson) carried. Schwartz suggested GPS location, sign facing documentation and inventory updating. Shouldering, tree and brush removal, mowing and spraying were discussed. The board determined to allow the County and Tuma Excavation to continue with mowing and brushing. Shouldering and extending blacktop onto corners will be listed for both Tuma and County work. 
· Road projects: Road reconstruction project to begin after Memorial Day. Road rehabilitation project will be working from the west to the east with bulk of work in July and August. S&S Tree Service apparently damaged a chain link fence and adjacent trees, therefore payment will be delayed until fence repair or repayment to the homeowner is made. Seal coating project will be in August.
 Gravel roads – only four were identified as most needy: 30th, Trout Brook north, 14th and 24th streets. There were no additions of other roads to the projects at this time.
· Speed limit reductions/postings within town will again be delayed until next public works meeting for recommendation.

· Pioneer Ridge – change of ownership, completion of development, developer’s agreement, timeline - Ben Kerber, Sherri Snow - tabled

· Town of St Joseph Ordinance 2010-1 Noise Control – Colbeth reported that Penman has no intention of continuing dirt bike riding; others are working within their neighborhoods. No action was taken.
NEW BUSINESS - continued

· A motion that we approve the Variance to 6 feet, and this is all per Todd Dolan of All-Croix Inspections; six foot variance on Section 80-19 C(1) from 25 feet to 19 feet for Mr Dan Thompson (Moelter/Colbeth) amended that the hardship to the variance is the power lines overhead and the topography, carried.
· The board determined to ask the Plan Commission for input regarding Code of Ordinances Chapter 80 for potential revisions, updates and/or amendments regarding setbacks for pools from buildings, fencing vs. auto-safety covers, and enumerating building setbacks.
BOARD ACTION continued

· A motion that we grant an Extension of Premises to Guv’s Place on May 15th from the hours of 2 o’clock to 9 p.m. with owners on site (Colbeth/Moelter) carried. 
A motion that we extend the meeting until 10:30 (Gullickson/Moelter) carried at 9:52 p.m.

BOARD ACTION continued

· Regarding internet services within the town, a motion that we focus our internet provider search with NW Communications and we will work with them as much as we can (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried.
Moelter left the table for a few minutes.
· A motion to approve Resolution 2010-4 Fire Warning Notice (Adkins/Gullickson) carried by unanimous roll call vote. Resolution #2010-4 FIRE WARNING NOTICE - The Town Board of the Town of St. Joseph deems it imprudent and dangerous to set fires upon any land within said town.  Therefore, in accordance with the provisions of Section 26.13 of the Wisconsin Statutes, a CLOSED FIRE SEASON is hereby declared and every person is forbidden to set fire at any time on any land in this town from April 1, 2010 to March 31, 2011 without permission.  Any person who sets a fire and allows it to escape shall be liable for all expenses incurred in the suppression of such fire in accordance with provisions of Section 26.14 of the Wisconsin Statutes. Burning permits may be obtained from Town Fire Fighters, Town Board Members and other designated persons.
· A motion that we approve Agent changes for the Alasra, dba Fastrip, to Theresa Kay Seim and the White Eagle Golf Club to Scot Samelstad (Moelter/Gullickson) carried.
· A motion that we approve the Kennel License for Ross & Pauline Goerdt at 680 143rd Avenue (Moelter/ Gullickson) carried. 
· A motion to approve that the Hudson Boosters can use our ball field on Monday and Friday evenings and Saturday mornings and that the 4H can use it on Sunday evenings (Johnson/Moelter) carried.
· Kevin Adkins will pursue the outstanding invoice for Hudson Baseball Assn prior to the June meeting.
· A motion to approve Provisional/Operator Licenses for all the people listed on our agenda (Colbeth/Gullickson) carried.  Approval: Scot Samelstad, Cody Erickson, Amber Sorum, Jacquelyn Livingston, Emily Seipel, Allison Wold, Brittany Russell, Sherif Aboud, Scott Johnson.
· Any modification of wages for tractor drivers will be delayed until Public Works Committee meeting and recommendation.
· A motion to approve the wage for the Plan Commission Secretary and Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Ward (Adkins/Gullickson) amended to include appointment, carried. 
· Gullickson will work on missing wording, clarification and cohesiveness of Code of Ordinances Chapter 35-4 A&B regarding supervisor and/or member appointments and Rules for the Government of the Town Board, Commissions and Committees Rule 23. 
· Johnson appointed Plan Commission members Clint Jones and Chris Matter for the 2010-2013 term & Patrick O’Meara for the 2010-2011 term vacated by Kevin Adkins. A motion that we ratify this as the Chair recommends (Moelter/Johnson) carried after much deliberation. 
Noticing that the meeting had overrun its previous extension, a motion that we extend it until 11 o’clock (Moelter/Adkins) carried at 10:39 p.m.  

·  Town board representatives listing was reviewed with Board members volunteering in various areas. A motion to approve the additions and changes that we have talked about tonite for the appointments for 2010 (Adkins/Moelter) carried.
A motion that we extend the meeting until 11:15 (Moelter/Adkins) carried.

· Schmit appointed Moelter to the Finance Committee in lieu of Dan Gavin, with Adkins as an alternate board member. 

· A motion that we approve the Parks Committee as listed (Moelter/Adkins) carried.

· A motion to approve the current members of the Public Works and the addition of Bob Marty and Kevin Adkins as an alternate to Rick Colbeth with an opening to be filled by the town newsletter and a recommendation from Public Works to be filled later (Adkins/Gullickson) carried.
· A motion that we approve the Facilities Committee as posted (Moelter/Adkins) carried.
A motion that we extend the meeting to 11:25 (Moelter/Gullickson) carried.

· A motion that we approve the newsletter publishing, labels, and postage (Moelter/Colbeth) carried.
· A motion to approve the March 4th Town Board Minutes (Colbeth/Johnson) carried.

· Gullickson and Adkins asked the finance committee to reformat some of the reports. Schmit, not the committee, prepares the reports and will attempt revisions to meet their request. Motions for approval of payment for bills received were as follow:  #13570-13591 for $6462.77 (Moelter/Colbeth); #13592-13620 for $11,498.85 plus a funds transfer of $8000 (Johnson/Moelter); and #13621-13649 for $101,288.70 (Johnson/Moelter) all carried without debate.
