MINUTES OF THE Board of REVIEW   and   TOWN BOARD

Thursday
June 4, 2009
 Town Hall

At 6:15 p.m. Chair Johnson called the meeting to order. Clerk/Treasurer Schmit gave a statement of public notice of the meeting. Roll call included Supervisors Colbeth, Bader, Moelter and Gavin plus 5 residents. Others arrived as the evening continued. A motion to adopt the agenda as posted (Moelter/Colbeth) carried. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Dates of upcoming meetings / events were reviewed. 
REPORTS were received in writing from the Zoning Administrator, Inspector and the Plan Commission.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Howard LaVenture addressed the Supervisors saying the Plan Commission should not have a right to appoint their own members – that it was the board’s duty. He suggested there be diversity, and believes the failure to reappoint Dahlke leaves the commission with lopsided representation. Joan Gerhan asked the board about the meaning of inspection of outdoor wood stoves, as was mentioned during the reports. 
A motion to RECESS the town board meeting (Moelter/Bader) carried. 
Chair Johnson then called to order the initial meeting of the Board of Review.  Roll call included all supervisors, Clerk/Treasurer Schmit and alternates LaVenture, Dahlke and Barrette. A motion to adjourn the Board of Review until June 18th at 6 p.m. (Moelter/Gavin) carried. 

A motion to RECONVENE the Town Board Meeting of June 4th (Gavin/Moelter) carried. 
PRESENTATION/DISCUSSION by Brian Riley from Ehlers & Associates regarding bonding/borrowing for future projects was very in depth with 3-4 options allowing the board to see possibilities to forecast debt extension up to an additional ten years in order to allow for road maintenance and repairs.

· Following the request of the board, and several meetings review, the Plan Commission forwarded a recommendation to the Board to “leave Chapter 168 as it is with respect to any kind of option for residents who own land in the Preservation Residential or Residential Transition portions of the Town.” None the less, a motion that we make Preservation Residential and Residential Transition designations optional as follows: (and then the verbiage is taken from the May 13 Plan Commission minutes under the items discussed and basically starts at - editing 166-20 (A) and (B) as follows:)   (Moelter/Colbeth ) was made but failed following discussion and was remade. A motion that we make a change to 168-20 A & B according to the language that was presented from the Plan Commission May 13th and it is as follows: 168-20 (A) Land in the areas designated as Preservation Residential may be subject to creative subdivision and development regulations that seek to preserve a larger portion of the natural resources and corridors consistent with the goals of the Comprehensive Plan. 168-20 (B) Land in the areas designated as Preservation Residential and Residential Transition may be developed with the choice of either innovative techniques or with traditional techniques, as defined in this Chapter and the Comprehensive Plan, allowing for flexibility to consider the elements of the landscape when development occurs (Moelter/Colbeth).  Following this the floor was opened for discussion. Eighteen residents spoke, some in opposition and some in favor of the change.  Petitions were also brought before the board and names of respondents read aloud. {See Attachment} The board then made their opinions and responses known. When asked if this vote should come at a Public Hearing, the board by consensus determined that there had been enough public comment since January and proceeded with a roll call vote: Johnson-nay/Bader-yes/Gavin-no/Colbeth-yes/Moelter-yes. 
· A motion that 168-20(B) be clarified or a clarification put in the chapter as to what innovative techniques and traditional techniques are and these to be defined by the Plan Commission (Moelter/Gavin) in other words that the board is seeking a clear definition coming back from the Plan Commission, motion carried.
