FACILITIES COMMITTEE MINUTES 


Wednesday, October 6th 2010 


Meeting was called to order by Chair Johnson at 6:03PM

Statement of Public Notice was read.

Roll Call:  Ron Burton, Mike Long and Theresa Johnson.  Donavin Schmitt was absent. 

Public Comments:  there were none.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION and/or PRELIMINARY ACTION and/or ACTION
1. Review of construction progress on Fire Hall addition and approved alternates:  Questioned as to when the gas company hookup will take place.  Pads for generator and drinking fountain are still needed.  There is a trap in the hallway because the double doors are not able to be opened.  We need to be compliant with fire codes with the door being usable.  Review of the spreadsheet for all costs on the fire hall project and the alternates. We commend Bruce Paulson and Bonestroo for an excellent job in keeping us on budget and keeping track of all the details.  
2. Discussion and review of Town Hall needs including space and security, future plans and improvements:  The timer is an issue on the outside lights and Burton has the new light over the Fire Hall entrance door with a photo sensitive sensor and the lights over the other doors could be adjusted per the estimate from Sunset Electric.  This would save money on electrical costs with more efficient lights and fixtures.  Johnson made a motion that for security reasons we recommend the board to replace the two lights on the building over the town hall service doors with the ones presented by Sunset Electric that would be LED and motion operated. Seconded by Long. Motion passed.
3. AC estimates for Town Hall: We have an estimate from Anderson Heating, Inc.  If this is something we are going to pursue we should get more bids.  This estimate will give the board an idea of what this would cost. Burton made a motion to send the estimate from Anderson Heating for the Board’s consideration. Long seconded.  Motion passed.  
4. Flooring estimates, materials, recommendations: We are still waiting for a quote on cement coating or epoxy type coating from a vendor.  The floor is causing maintenance issues with cleanability and porousness.    
5. Approval of prior meetings:   Burton made a motion to approve the minutes from August 10, 2010 and Johnson seconded.  Motion passed with Long abstaining.
6. ITEMS FOR NEXT AGENDA: The next meeting of the committee will address any of the recommendations including the town office recommendations that the board may want to refer back to us and we will continue to explore flooring recommendations. 
Motion by Burton to adjourn, seconded by Long at 6:37PM. Passed
