



FACILITIES COMMITTEE Meeting Minutes
Tuesday August 10, 2010 



Town Hall
Meeting was called to order at 6:00PM by Theresa Johnson.  Statement of Public Notice was read.  Roll Call: Present-Kevin Moelter, Ron Burton and Theresa Johnson, absent- Mike Long and Donavin Schmitt
Public Comments:  None
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION and/or PRELIMINARY ACTION and/or ACTION

1. Review of construction progress on Fire Hall addition and approved alternates:  Joists are on and roof will be coming hopefully this week with the floor next week.  Electrician has not completed the power items so that the switch over can occur. New well is hooked up and running with the small pump, lines have been sanitized and final water test is coming in.  Burton stated that he is pleased with Sundance and Bonestroo in stepping up to the plate in taking care of issues.  He is very pleased with the job Bruce Paulsen is doing for us and Bruce has been very particular about all phases of the project and very well organized. Bonestroo is doing above and beyond and Sundance has come through and taken care of problems.  Although the project is behind schedule, it is being done properly and according to specifications.
2. Discussion and review of Town Hall needs including space and security, future plans and   improvements:  Discussion started with the plan from HOA interiors for an expansion of the office and an alcove entrance for security.  The Committee discussed if there were any alternatives to this plan that would meet the needs and all agreed that this is the best plan.  Burton had put together a list of materials to take down the wall and build a new one with a new ceiling throughout.  That estimate did not include electrical, flooring etc.  The committee discussed doing this with volunteer labor.  Burton made a motion to send the information on the option to increase the office space for the office to the town board for possible action, seconded by Moelter. Passed.
Flooring:  Paul Nasvik spoke to us about various applications that would seal the floor with minimal maintenance.  The committee was interested in 2 of the applications which would be a cement microtopping and a coating similar to epoxy but with much better durability and ease of application.  He stated that the cement would be about $4-5 a square foot and would have to be sealed once of year.  The epoxy like coating would be $10 a square foot and it would maintenance free.  Staining of the concrete is not an option since it only works well on floors that have not been used.  Even after preparation the stain would show all spills that have occurred in the past.  He recommended that we get an estimate on these two options and more information before we make any decision.  
Air conditioning:  Air conditioning is a continuing issue for those who use this town hall.  Johnson, Burton and Moelter will be bringing further information to the next meeting about options.

3. Recommendations to the Town Board:  Our motion for office space and security for the Town hall
4. Approval of prior meetings:  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Burton, passed
